Crawford and Associates Engineering, P.C. (C&A) is contacting you in verification of the
NYSDEC wetland AM-10 boundary adjustments per your field visit. On May 16, 2007, Jill
Snyder and I delineated the NYSDEC wetland on the Depot Hill Parcel, following a delineation
fine very similar to the line delineated by The Chazen Companies on April 21, 2006.

On June 14, 2007, you kindly visited the site to conform the wetland delineation line.
There was an agreement with the flags hung by C&A with the exception of the south end of the
wetland. You noted that the small farm pond should be included as part of the state wetland.
The pond is included in the original boundary of the state wetland, as shown on the attached
NYSDEC map (Amenia Quadrangle). We felt that this pond area may or may not be included
as state wetland, and did not include it because of the scarcity and lack of quality of perimeter
vegetation. Per your suggestion, the pond has been included to the second culvert- at Chazen
Flags B14 to BB11. The areas of concern adjacent to the metal pole barn are included in the
100 foot buffer to the state wetland. As requested, please find the survey of the wetland
boundary for confirmation.

The owner of the parcel has no intention of disturbing state wetlands on the parcel and
will not be disturbing buffer areas as well. More details as to the development plans would be
discussed at the July 24 meeting. We find it unfortunate that you are unavaitable that day for
the public hearing, but if your schedule frees up, we would be very pleased if you were to
attend. Regardless, we will be sending you a letter detailing the meeting in the near future.

Crawford & Associates, Engineering, P.C. (C&A) has prepared a Draft
Environmental Impact Statement (DEIS) for a proposed 138 single-family hame
subdivision on Depot Hill Road in the Town of Amenia commonly referred to as Depot
Hill Farm.

On May 16, 2007, C&A performed a traffic count at several intersections that
surround the site, including the intersection of County Route 81 and Depot Hill Road.
We found that the AM peak hour was between 7:45 and 8:45 with a total of 73 trips and
the PM peak hour was between 4:00 and 5:00 with a total of 72 trips. We anticipate that
the proposed subdivision will generate an additional 79 trips at this intersection during
the AM peak hour, an additional 105 trips during the PM peak hour, and an additional
103 trips during the Saturday peak hour. The site generated traffic estimates are based
on calculations performed using the most cumrent edition of the Institute of
Transportation Engineers (ITE) Trip Generation Manual, 7" Edition.

The traffic count data and trip generation volumes were analyzed in accordance
with the most current Highway Capacity Manual (HCM 2000), Transportation Research
Board National Research Council using Highway Capacity Software HCS+, Release
5.21, developed by the McTrans Center at the University of Florida. We determined
that the intersection of County Route 81 and Depot Hill Road currently operates at a
level of service A with a delay of 9.3 seconds per vehicle for the AM peak hour and 8.5
seconds per vehicle for the PM peak hour. With the addition of traffic from the proposed
Depot Hill Farm project, we concluded that the intersection will operate at a level of
service A/B with a delay of 10.0 seconds per vehicle for the year 2010 (the anticipated .
estimated time of completion +2 years) during the AM peak hour and will operate at a
level of service B with a delay of 10.5 seconds per vehicle for the year 2010 during the
PM peak hour.

To respond to comments received based on our recent DEIS submission, we
have been requested to consult with the County on any potential proposed work to be
completed at the intersection of County Route 81 and Depot Hill Road in the near future
and to see if the County has any concems with adding the above mentioned additional
traffic to this intersection.

Thank you for taking the time to inform Crawford and Associates Engineering, P.C. (C&A) of
the further action your office will be taking to expedite the spill closure, as well as a status update for
the ongoing soil remediation on the Keane Stud Farm, in the Town of Amenia, Dutchess County.

As per our conversation on November 12, 2007, it is understood that your office will be
preparing a submission to the NYSDEC requesting that they reevaluate the contamination status
onsite and recommend further remediation efforts required (or lack thereof) to achieve spill closure.
You had also mentioned that the bioremediation product Regenox™, an in-situ oxidizing agent, was
applied to the soil in late July of 2007, resulting in the decrease of contaminant levels found in the
monthly groundwater sampling that your office has been conducting. We understand that the
remediation status is “ongoing” at present. As | had requested over the phone, please forward a copy
of the NYSDEC correspondence to this office upon submission.
